                   BOILING WATER COMPETITION

     SETUP:

STAKES ARE DRIVEN INTO THE GROUND IN A STRAIGHT LINE.

THE STAKES ARE 6 FEET APART. 

THERE IS ONE MORE STAKE THAN THE NUMBER OF PATROLS.

BINDERS TWINE IS FASTENED TO EACH STAKE USING THE CLOVE HITCH,

THE TWINE IS APPROXIMATELY 30 INCHES ABOVE GROUND LEVEL.

PATROLS WILL BRING THREE (3) SIX FOOT POLES WHICH THEY WILL TIE TOGETHER USING TRIPOD LASHING. CLOVE HITCHES ARE USED TO START AND END THE LASHING. THERE SHOULD BE 5 TO 7 WRAPPINGS AROUND DEPENDING ON THE DIAMETER OF THE POLE. THE LARGE THE POLE THE GREATER THE NUMBER OF WRAPS. LASHING IS OVER AND UNDER IN AN EXTENDED  FIGURE EIGHT PATTERN FINISHED OFF WITH FRAPPING ON EITHER SIDE OF THE CENTER POLE. THE LASHING MUST BE TIGHT AND WELL SECURED.

EACH PATROL IS TO BE GIVEN ONE STRIKE ANYWHERE MATCH, A SPOOL OF BINDERS TWINE, A POT, AND A CUP OF WATER.

NO PAPER OR ARTIFICIAL COMBUSTIBLE MATERIAL CAN BE USED TO ENHANCE THE ABILITY OF THE FIRE TO IGNITE OR BURN. ALL MATERIALS MUST BE COLLECTED FROM THE NATURAL ENVIRONMENT; THE MATCH BEING THE ONLY EXCEPTION.

     PROCEDURE:

EACH TWO‑MAN TEAM, REPRESENTING A PATROL, WILL START FROM A BEGINNING LINE FIFTEEN (15) IN DISTANCE FROM THE STAKES.  THEY WILL CARRY THE WOOD WITH WHICH TO BUILD THE FIRE.

ONCE THE BINDERS TWINE IS BURNED, THEY WILL RETURN TO THE BEGINNING LINE TO ASSEMBLE THE TRIPOD. ONCE ASSEMBLED THEY WILL TRANSPORT IT AND THE POT CONTAINING THE CUP OF WATER TO THE FIRE. THE POT WILL DANGLE FROM THE TRIPOD FROM A PIECE OF BINDERS TWINE.

     WINNERS IN TWO CATEGORIES:

WINNERS WILL BE JUDGED UPON THE BURNING OF THE BINDERS TWINE. FIFTEEN SECOND PENALTY ASSESSED FOR EACH ADDITIONAL MATCH.

WINNERS WILL BE JUDGED ON BOILING WATER. FIFTEEN SECOND PENALTY WILL BE ASSESSED IF THE TRIPOD LASHING IS INCORRECT OR IF ADDITIONAL WATER IS REQUIRED.
