
CANDLE LIGHT CEREMONY

The Chapter room lights are extinguished with the exception of the lights at the alter.  The chapter room is silent, all are attentive.

Master Councilor:

(three wraps of the gavel)
"By the power invested in me by the _____ Chapter of the International Order of DeMolay, I ignite this candle of DeMolay fellowship." 

"All DeMolay circle the alter." 

(Dads, Advisors, adult visitors remain standing but do not approach the alter.)

The Master Councilor steps down from the East only after he is satisfied that all have approached the alter and movement has ceased.

"Each of you is asked to take the light of DeMolay hold it briefly and, if you feel so moved, say a few serious words from your heart for the good of the Order.  Let me admonish you that we are bound in brotherhood by an oath of silence. 
Nothing we say will leave this room.  As you pass it to your left and across your heart, you are to say, "I pass unto you the light of DeMolay."

"Having now passed the light of DeMolay from brother to brother, the flame of DeMolay returns to the East.  As Master Councilor, I am again charged with holding the spirit of DeMolay until we again assemble.   I now extinguished the 
symbolic light.  As we depart, may each of you symbolically carry the warmth of DeMolay Fellowship in your heart."

The DeMolay brothers return to their positions after the lights are turned back on.  The chapter is now closed in the usual manner.
