
COOKING MERIT BADGE SPELL

     Build a fire of split and quartered seasoned white oak or ten

cubes of Kingsford charcoal, whichever is more readily available.

Use only a wooden strike-anywhere, red-topped match to light the

fire.  Count to one slowly backwards from ten in spanish, 

interjecting the word "Passed" between each number, each time

louder than the last.  Draw a circular line around the fire area

three feet from the fire center and outside of the fire bucket with

a green stick pulled from a hickory branch.  With each step, spit

or splash water to the right and then the left.  Recite the

following:

                 "Julia Child and Betty Crocker,

                  This stew has my hocker."

End only on an even count or start again with smaller steps only

after you have erased the previous line and have cut a new

hickory stick.  Burn the old stick completely.  You will pass with

a counselor request for your recipe.
